2. The student must be a regular attender of a Christian church.
Documentation verifying the student’s church affiliation must be
submitted with his or her application.

3. Plan to attend an accredited college, university, vocational or
technical school on a full-time basis. The applicant must provide
confirmation of enrollment in his/her secondary education.

Note: If awarded, payment of the scholarship(s) will be made directly to
the college/university into the student’s account.
